Description:

A small wooden table.
Dimensions: base: 17"x28” height: 20” widest: 30”
Context and Methods of Manufacture:

The object was recovered on a Monday morning on the tree lawn of a single home on Chesterland Ave.
in Lakewood, Ohio. The table top is constructed of maple wood that was stained. The legs are made
of oak wood and are joined to the table top by a single tightening bolt at the top.

Evidence of Alterations in Use:

There is evidence of a stenciled floral decoration on the center of the table top as well as a stenciled
decoration at the four corners. The lower section of the legs had been painted after the the stain was
applied.

Condition:

The object is physically in stable condition. The legs were loose when recovered but will be securely
tightened. The table appears to have been used as a work table. There is water damage to the bottom
of the legs. The table top also has water damage which has resulted in slight warpage. One of the
seams is beginning to seperate. There are paint marks on the surface, along with numerous stains and
evidence of mold spots. There is also a large, U shaped gouge. The underside of the table is layered
with dirt. There are numerous cob webs mostly around the corners. The bolts holding the legs together
are rusting. The bottom of the legs are splitting and have started to erode away.

Proposed Treatment Steps:

Documenting the object using written and photographic media.

Sanding the table top and filling in any gouges or scratches with wood filler.

Removing any dirt and cob webs as well as any reminents of stain and paint from the surface.
Stripping stain from legs and underside of table.

Dusting and conditioning of the wood surface.

Applying coats of stain
